Lecture One: Intellectual Property Law (1)

Intellectual property divided into branches, namely industrial property and copyright.

A. Industrial Property: The broad application of the term industrial property is set out in the
Paris convention of 1883. As well as Madrid agreement of 1891 concerning the international
registration of marks, Nice agreement of 1957 concerning the international classification of
goods and services . Industrial property takes a range of forms, These include patents for
inventions, industrial designs, trademarks, service marks, layout-designs of integrated circuits,
commercial names and designations, geographical indications...€tc.

B. Copyright: relates to literary and artistic creations, such as books, music, paintings and
sculptures, films and technology-based works (such as computer programs and e ectronic

A. Industrial Property Rights:

Industrial property rights protect industrial and technological creations. These creations are
varied and concern many areas.

1. Patents for inventions. simply out, once a patent is granted by a State or by a regional
office acting for several States, the owner of a patent has the right to prevent anyone else from
commercially exploiting the invention for limited period, generally 20 years. The patent
applicant must disclose the invention in order to obtain protection, and their rights can be
enforced only within the territory in which the patent was granted.

2. Industrial designs: are applied to a wide variety of industrial products and handicrafts.
They refer to the ornamental or aesthetic aspects of an article, including compositions of lines

or colors or any three-dimensional forms that give a special appearance to product or
handicraft.

3. Layout-designs of integrated circuits: are creations of the Human mind, and
manufactured in accordance with very plans or layout-designs. Integrated circuits are used in
wide range of products, including articles of every day such as watches, televisions, washing
machines and cars, as well as sophisticated computers and servers.

4. Trademarks: isasign, or combination of signs, that distinguishes the goods or services of
one company from those of another. Such signs may use words, letters, numerals, pictures,
shapes and colors, or any combination thereof, three dimensional signs (like the Coca-Cola),
audible signs (such as the roar of lion at the beginning of films) or olfactory signs (such as the
smell of particular type of motor oil). Trademarks are used on goods or in connection with the
marketing of goods or services.

5. Service marks: are used, for example, by hotels, restaurants, airlines, tourist agencies,
carrental agencies, laundries and cleaners.

6. Commercial names and designations. commercial or trade name is the name or
designation that identifies a company.

7. Geographical indications: a geographical indication is a sign used on goods that have a
specific geographical origin and possess qualities or a reputation due to that place of origin
(climate and soil). The use of geographical indications is not limited to agricultural products
(such as Tuscany for olive oil produced in a specific area of Italy, or Roquefort for cheese
produced in a certain region of France). They may aso highlight particular qualities of a
product that are due to Human factors found in the product’s place of origin, such as specific
manufacturing skills and traditions. That place of origin may be a village or town, aregion or
a country. An example of a country geographical indication is Switzerland or "Swiss” for
products made in Switzerland, in particular watches.

8. Appellation of origin: is a specia kind of geographical indication used on products that
have a specific quality exclusively or essentially due to the geographical environment in
which the products are produced. Examples of appellations of origin protected in States party
to the Lisbon agreement for the protection of appellations of origin and their international

registration are Habana, for tobacco grown in the Havana region of Cuba.

them rights over their creations.

B. Literary & Artistic Property Rights:

Literary or artistic property rights (LAPRS) protect creation in the literary and artistic fields,
including computer programs.
They are subdivided into copyrights and related rights.
1. Copyrights. Copyrights (CRs) protect creation in the literary and artistic fields. In
particular, the following are protected:
» Written or oral literary works, whether literary, scientific, poetic, etc;
» Computer programs;
* Original data bases,
* Cinematographic works or musical dramas,
» Work in fine arts or graphic arts;
* Architectural works, as well as the blueprints and the models associated with them;
* Creation in clothing, fashion and ornaments, etc.

The author of an intellectual work possesses moral and economic rights over his work.
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2. Related Rights: related rights (CPRs) or neighboring rights are rights granted to a few
categories of people for their important role in communicating and disseminating some types
of worksto the public.

There are three kinds of related rights or neighboring rights:
a). Rights of performers (actors, musicians, singers, dancers, or generally people who
perform) in their performances;

b). Rights of producers of sound recordings (also called phonograms) in their recordings
(cassette recordings, compact discs, etc.);
c). Rights of broadcasting organizations in their radio & television programs & in Internet
broadcasts such as podcasts.
* Performing rights: Performing rights are the rights recognized to the auxiliaries of the
creative process. the performers, the producers of phonograms and videograms and
broadcasting organizations. The performer enjoy mora and economic rights over his work,
and the following must pay copyright royalties & performing rights fees:

» Establishments playing music in public spaces,

» Owners of Internet sites playing music,

* Advertising agencies for the use of music in commercials,
 Organizations using music on their telephones lines for callers on hold,
e Concert & show organizers,

» Movie theatres, video rental stores & cybercafés,

* Producers of phonograms & videograms,

e Makers & importers of recording devices & recording mediums (including digital mediums).

L ecture Two: Sharia’s Law of Inheritance

It was narrated from Abu Hurairah that the M essenger of Allah (peace and blessings be upon
him): « O Abu Hurairah. Learn about inheritance and teach it, for it is half of knowledge, but it
will be forgotten. thisis thefirst thing that will be taken away from my nation » .

Sunan Ibn Magjah.
Sharia provides specific rules of inheritance that are applied to Muslims. Generally these rules
are based on the principle of providing specific allocation /shares of the estate of the deceased
to certain types of his relatives such spouse or parents and the distribution of the remainder to
other heirs such as offsprings, brothers/sisters and uncles/aunts. Sharia rules of inheritance are
applied in countries in the Area. They might also apply to the assets of a deceased Muslim

person in awestern jurisdiction or aMuslim resident in such a country.

1. Key Concepts of I nheritance:

1.1.Gross inheritance: al movable or immovable property left behind by deceased whether the
deceased earned it, inherited it or was gifted this property.

1.2.Heir: areative who may potentialy inherit from the wealth of deceased.

1.3.Will: an order for allocation of certain amount of property of deceased after death based on
his/ her order. This is not allocated during the person’s lifetime rather is asked to be allocated
after death.

A will of up to 1/3" property is alowed. If awill is made in excess to this proportion then only
1/3" will be spent on it. A will cannot be made for a person who is already entitled to receive a
share as heir.

1.4.Children: this include any one of the following: son, daughter, son’s son, son’s daughter,
son’s son’s son, son’s son’s daughter.

Other types of grandchildren are not included in this definition however will be classified 3"

tier of heirs.
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1.5.Sblings. atotal of two (2) or more persons alive from real, paternal or maternal brothers
and sisters, irrespective of their type or gender.

1.6.Real brother and real sister: siblings who have same parents as the deceased.

1.7.Paternal brother and paternal sister: siblings who have same father as the deceased but
have different mothers (step-siblings with a common father).

1.8.Maternal brother and maternal sister: siblings who have same mother as the deceased
but have different fathers (step-siblings with a common mother).

1.9. 1% tier of heirs: who have a prescribed proportion of share under different circumstances.
1.10. Residuary: 2" tier of heirs. their proportion is not fixed, rather after applicable
distribution among 1% of heirs, the rest is entitled to the closest relation among residuary.
Residuary are male relatives related through a chain of males (exception: real sister and paternal
Sister).

1.11. 3" tier of heirs: after 1% tier of heirsand 2™ tier of heirs. If thereis still left over property
after distribution to 1% tier of heirs, and there are no 2™ tier of heirs then 3" tier of heirs may be
entitled to have a share. The closest in relationship will get all the remaining share.

1.12. Kalala: a person who at time of death does not have any living children (son, daughter,
son’s son, son’s daughter, son’s son’s son, son’s son’s daughter), nor has a living father or

grandfather.

L ecturethree: Algerian Maritime Law: Overview

The Algerian maritime code issued in 1976 (Law No. 80-76, Official Journal No. 29, April,
10th, 1977, amended and supplemented), is the most significant act on which the maritime
affairs are based in Algeria. This important statute consists of 887 articles embodied in two
books which themselves are divided into titles, chapters, sections and paragraphs.

1. The First Book: Maritime Navigation & Seafarers
The first book called maritime navigation includes 383 articles and consists of the public law
regulations relating to the administrative organisation of maritime navigation including the
police and the safety of the maritime navigation.
The definition of ship is given in chapter two (2). This definition deals with the judicia
regime of the ship, the administrative regime including the individualisation and the
nationality of the ship; the immatriculation register and the maritime liens are defined as
well.
The property, mortgages and liens of the ship are dealt with in section three (3).
The liability of the shipowner is dedt with in two (2) sections, four (4) and five (5). Section
four (4) deals with the usua liability of the shipowner. Section five (5) deals with the special
liability of the shipowner with regard to damages due to pollution, while section six (6) deals
with the seizure of ships.

Chapter three (3) deals with those matters related to the police and safety of maritime navigation.
The sea casualties are defined in the fourth (4) chapter, and consist of collisions, genera
average, and the assistance and salvage of wrecked vessels.

The second title of book one, is divided into three chapters and reserved for the seafarers.
The first chapter deals with the administration of seafarer profession, the administrative
obligations and the control of ship manning.

The execution of the employment contract is dealt with in chapter two (2). The duties of the
shipowner focus on socia aspects. As a matter of fact, the shipowner has to insure the
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seafarers against professional risks and could be prosecuted for bad working conditions and
other matters related to accommodations, food, clothes, etc...

Chapter three (3) looks into the discipline of seafarers on board ships, disciplinary offenses,
maritime misdemeanors and crimes.

2. The Second Book: Commercial Exploitation of the Ship

The second book is devoted to the commercial exploitation of the ship. After the preliminary
provisions, seven (7) different titles covering many matters constitute this part.

The preliminary provisions are interesting because of the definition of the scope of
application not only for the commercial exploitation of the ship but also the economic aspects.
The first title covers the maritime activities such as shipowning, chartering, brokerage,
consignment and other ancillary operations. All these functions and activities constitute the
monopoly of the State.

Chapter two (2) is interesting too, because the statute of the master as the commercial agent
of the shipowner is well defined.

Titles two (2), three (3), and four (4) consider the ship as an exploitation center, and dea
with commercial operations. The commercial operations include chartering, carriage of
goods by sea, and the transport of passengers. The last two (2) titles are reserved for the
towage and cargo handling in port.

To conclude, one should notice that beside the international conventions on maritime
navigation signed by Algeria, and the domestic maritime legislation, there are also a lot of
administrative and regulatory acts, which may be considered subsidiary legislation. These
acts are usually taken in order to resolve any case which may arise and which was not

provided for in the maritime code.

| nsurance Contract
1. Definition of an Insurance Contract:

Insurance contract is an agreement whereby a person, caled the insurer, takes the
engagement, against a remuneration called whether premium or contribution, to fulfil some
obligations, in the occurrence of certain eventualities happening to the insured’s person or
property.

According to another definition, insurance is an agreement by which one party (the
insurer) for a consideration (premium) promises to pay a sum of money (indemnity) to the
other party (insured) in the case of certain risk happening to the insured’s person or
property.

By virtue of these two definitions, we say that insurance is an arrangement for shifting the
risk from the shoulder of the insured to the shoulder of theinsurer. It is away of security to
the insured against an unexpected perils or injuries. It protects the insured from the risk of
loss resulting from an enforceable dangers which could disturb his life or his belongings.
The idea of insurance is to distribute the risks among many insured’s to help the eventual

victim to overcome his personal difficulties. It isamutua assistance.

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The owner of a house or of goods or a ship can never be certain that these things are not
going to be damaged or lost. It is of the greatest importance therefore that the owner of any
of these things should take out insurance cover or insurance policy.

2. The Categories Of Insurance:

The risk (or the future event) may be certain to happen as death, or it may merely be a
possibility uncertain. Thus the two categories of insurance:

|. Indemnity Insurance: this provides an indemnity against loss as a fire policy on a
house, or a marine policy on a ship.

II. Contingency Insurance: this provides not an indemnity but payment on some
contingent event. Thisisto be found in alife policy or a personal injury policy.

The sum to be paid is not measured by the loss but is stated in the policy. The contracted
sum is paid if the life ends or if an injury is sustained, irrespective of the value of the life
or injury.

Like any other contract, a contract of insurance is an agreement whereby the parties make
promises to each other. In this particular contract, one party approaches the insurance
company and pays, or promises to pay, a sum of money called a premium, in return the

insurer promises to pay out a sum of money if a certain thing occurs in the future.

Bankruptcy & Commercial Papersin Algerian Commercial Law

1. Bankruptcy in Algerian Commercial Law:

1.1. Definition of Bankruptcy: bankruptcy is a situation where a person or company
(business) is declared by the law as being unable to pay their debts to creditors. In some
countries, the term bankruptcy is only limited to individuas while other forms of
insolvency proceedings are applied to companies. In Algeria, according to article 215 of
commercial code the bankruptcy act applies to both individuals and companies.

1.2. Cases of Bankruptcy: as stated in article 226 of the Algerian commercial code: the
judicial settlement shall be decided if the debtor has met the obligations under sections 215,
216, 217 and 218 above [ of commercial code] .

However, bankruptcy should be imposed [by the court] if the debtor isin the following cases:
1) If the debtor does not comply with the obligations laid down in articles 215, 216, 217
and 218 above [ of commercial code];

2) S’ He has practiced as opposed to a prohibition by law;

3) If misappropriated its accounts, wasted or hid part of its assets or if, either in his
writings or in public acts, or commitments under his private signature, or in its balance
sheet , he fraudulently recognized liability for debts he should not have;

4) If it did not hold accounts in accordance with the practice of his profession in view of

the importance of his company.
2. Commercial Papersin Algerian Commercial Law:

2.1. Definition of Commercial Papers. Commercial papers, sometimes called a
negotiable instrument, are any financial document that directs payment to its holder or a
named party. More specifically, a negotiable instrument must be written, signed by the
maker, include an unconditional promise or order to pay a sum of money to the holder or

specific party and be payable any time or on a specmc date. Examples of commercial

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papers include: Bill of Exchange, Check [Cheque], Promissory Note, Letter of Guarantee,
Warrant, Bill of Transport, Factoring contract [Invoice Transfer Contract].

2.2. Types Of Commercial Papers:

2.2.1. Bill Of Exchange: abill of exchange (Code of Commerce, art. 389 and following)
Is an instrument according to which a drawer gives the instruction to a drawee to pay at a
certain date a certain amount to a beneficiary. A bill of Exchange is a short-term credit
instrument and is defined as a commercia act. If no deadline is specified, the bill of
Exchange is payable on demand.

2.2.2. Check [Cheque]: payments made by check (Code of Commerce, art. 472 and
following) involve three parties. a drawer, a drawee, and a payee. The drawer, who must be
legally capable, gives the instruction to the drawee to pay, on demand, a certain amount of
money to a beneficiary. A check is a payment instrument requiring that the account from
which funds should be withdrawn must have a credit balance. It must not be considered as a

credit transaction.

Lecturesix: Nationality Law of Algeria

The Algerian nationality is governed by Decree No. 70-86 of December 15", 1970,
pertaining to the Code of Algerian nationality, amended and supplemented by the Decree
No. 05-01 of February 27", 2005.

The first article of this code provides that: « the necessary conditions for the exercise of
Algerian nationality is defined by law and, eventually, by ratified and published

agreements and treaties ».
1.The Algerian Nationality by Origin:
1.1. Right of Blood (jus sanguinis):

Article 6: A child born to an Algerian father or mother is considered Algerian.

1.2. Right of the Sail (jussoli):

Article 7: Is of Algerian nationality by birth in Algeria:

A child born in Algeria of unknown parents. However, a child born in Algeria of unknown
parents shall be deemed never to have been Algerian if, during his years as a minor, his
relationship is legally established with regards to a foreign man or woman, and if,
pursuant to the laws of such foreign man or woman’s nation, the child has the nationality
of that person.

The newborn child found in Algeria is considered to have been born in Algeria until proven
otherwise.

e A child bornin Algeria to an unknown father and to a mother whose name solely appears
on his birth certificate without any other reference that could prove the nationality of the
mother.

Article 8: a child who acquired Algerian nationality pursuant to article (7) hereinabove is
considered to have been Algerian since his birth, even if the conditions required by law are

only established subsequent to his birth.
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The attribution of the capacity of an Algerian national since birth, as well as the withdrawal
or the relinquishment of this status, pursuant to the provisions of article (7) hereinabove,
does not affect the validity of deeds drawn up by the interested party, or the rights acquired
by third parties taking into account the nationality previously acquired by the child.
2. The Acquisition of Algerian Nationality:
2.1. Through Marriage:
Article 9: Algerian nationality can be acquired through marriage to an Algerian man or
woman by decree under the following conditions:
* Proving that the marriage is legal and effectively established for at least three (3) years
as of when the naturalization request is submitted;
» Having a usual and legitimate residence in Algeria for at least two (2) years;
« Having good behavior and being of good character;
« Demonstrating sufficient means of support.

A conviction that occurred abroad may not be taken into account.
2.2. Through Naturalization:
Article 10: the aien who applies for Algerian nationality may acquireit provided that:
* He has had his residence in Algeria for at least seven (7) years on the day of his
application;
» He has hisresidence in Algeria on the day of the signing of the decree of naturalization;
» He has come of age;
 He is of good morals and has not been condemned to any sentence that involves the loss
of civil rights;
 He can judtify that he can provide for his needs;
 Heis sound in body and mind;
» He can justify his assimilation to the Algerian community.
The application is directed at the Minister of Justice who may reject it under the conditions
of article (26) hereafter.
