In the wake of globalization and opening its market to foreign
capital. Algeria is endowed with a new legal arsenal to guarantee the
protection of the investment security that aims to promote growth
economic.

Among these guarantees, the use of commercial arbitration as a
means of dispute resolution is an essential stipulation in the
negotiations of the international contracts.

Time period depends on the attitude of the
investor who follows a ‘buy and hold’ policy. As time moves on,
analysts believe that conditions may change and investors may
revaluate expected returns and risk for each investment.
d) Liquidity: Liquidity is also important factor to be considered while
making an investment. Liquidity refers to the ability of an investment
to be converted into cash as and when required. The investor wants his

money back any time.
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Therefore, the investment should provide liquidity to the investor.
e) Tax Saving: The investors should get the benefit of tax exemption
from the investments. There are certain investments which provide tax
exemption to the investor.

Therefore, the investors should also think of saving income tax and

Fourth: countries implemented more protectionist measures.

In 2015, governments quietly added trade restrictions. These
included tariffs, governments subsidiesto domestic industries
and anti- dumping legislation.

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The main difference is that international trade is typically more
costly than domestic trade. This is due to the fact that the borders
typically imposes additional costs such as tariffs, time costs due to
borders delays, and costs associated with country differences such as

language, the legal system, or culture.

Another difference between domestic and international trade is

that factors of production such as capital and labor are typically more

mobile within a country than across countries.

Thus, international trade is mostly restricted to trade in goods and
services, and only to a lesser extent to trade in capital, labor, or other
factors of production. Trade in goods and services can serve as a

substitute for trade in factors of production.

Instead of importing a factor of production, a country can import
goods that make intensive use of that factor of production and thus
embody it. An example of this is the import of labor-intensive goods
by the United States from China.

Instead of importing Chinese labor, the United States imports goods

that were produced with Chinese labor.

One report in 2010 suggested that international trade was increased
when a country hosted tenant a network of immigrants, but the trade
effect was weakened when the immigrants became assimilated into

their new country.

The Consumer Protection Act or consumer Law is a subsidiary of the common
law. It governing private legal relations between the consumer and the business
sector that sells the goods and provides services.

Consumer protection covers a wide range of topics, including (not limited to)
product litigation, unfair business practices, fraud, and poor product definition.

It deals with financial relations, product and contract safety, regulation of
payment of invoices, pricing, and refund of goods....... etc.Consumer laws vary.

The governments can enact special laws to be relied upon by consumers in
assessing goods for consumption.

The goods offered must have declared and authorized specifications from the
relevant authorities.

The Government and its official bodies such as the different ministries and
semi-official ministries and universities follow the products and ensure that they
conform to the stated specifications as well as match them to the component
card or specification of the processed goods.

Civil society has a duty to know, pursue and defend its rights and to create
independent, non-profit associations or bodies to follow up and seek prosecution
and apply the sanction. Their most important effectiveness is to educate
consumers and to inform them of the risks that surround them.

There is a problem in some third world countries related to administrative
weakness and corruption, which leads to the deception of consumers and the
supply of non-conforming goods for specifications or prices that do not match
their world price with different arguments caused in reality by administrative

corruption or financial corruption.

Algerian Consumer Protection Law

The classic rules in civil law have not been able to offer serious protection
to those affected by counterfeit products that flood the Algerian market,
following the direction of Algeria towards the free economy which is part of the
Free Trade and competition.For this situation, the legislator adopted Act N°
02/89 lying down the general rules for the protection of consumers which did

not provide adequate protection for the latter.

For this reason this law has been reviewed and changed by Law N° 03/09
on consumer protection and the fight against fraud (Supplemented and
Amended); And which required the intervener to ensure the safety of the
consumer on the basis of French legislation and through the requirement of
multiple commitments to the Intervener's charge; and the adoption of

mechanisms to ensure the implementation of its commitment.

The new Act (law) tried to fill the gaps and find solutions to the barriers that
existed in the previous Act (law); But it turns out that this new law has proved
its limit and its inability to effectively protect the consumer for several reasons;
namely the ambiguity of its terminology and its incompatibility with several

laws and texts of application.

I- Definition of Unlawful( Unfair) competition:

Competition is unlawful only between two persons who engage
in similar or at least similar activity, and the assessment is left to
justice the fact that the existence of competition in itself is not enough
to have responsibility but to unite wrong with competition in the sense
that there is illegal competition and that this competition is based on
the fault of the By it thus, unlawful competition can be defined as the
use of a person for methods and means that are contrary to law,
customs, honour or habits. The fact that the act constituting the
competition is unlawful is not required to be intentional or bad-intent,
but rather to be a deviant from the normal behaviour of the ordinary
person so as to constitute a positive fault of the liability as the basis
for the Lawsuit for unfair competition.

Unlawful competition finds its legal basis in article (124) of the
Civil law, which requires that any act committed by one person and
causing harm or damage to others have to be liable to compensation,
I1- Types of Unlawful competition:

1- attack the reputation of the competitor trader and publish
false data about him:

As publish for incorrect information or false rumors of

bankruptcy, financial confusion or intent to liquidate, sell, transport or
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distort the facts on the goods, goods and products that are the subject
of the business activity.
2- The assault on a brand name or an innovative label :

Such a competitor would take a trade name similar to the name of

another place or assault the label to another place.
3- Brand Assault:

The attack on the trademark of the trafficker is a signal to
distinguish its products or goods by imitating or falsifying them, such
as illegal competition.

4- Development of trade-related data:
lllegal competition is the establishment of trade-related
statements that are intended to rival the adversary and to have the
public consider the availability of certain conditions in competing
goods for as radio is a matter of fact that is different to the origin of its
merchandise or its descriptions or relates to the importance of its trade
in order to make the other advantages of the non-real as a universe
The store is not the truth, with a rank, certificate or reward, with the
intention of extracting other merchant agents competing with it.
5- tradition of advertising methods:
Illegal competition is a tradition of printing, advertising or
selling methods. Such acts affect the most important elements of the
store, which is contacting customers.

6- Inciting workers:
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Illegal competition may be in the form of inciting workers on
whom the rival project depends, for example by inducing them to
leave work or encouraging them to strike and spread the chaos in the
competitor shop or lure the workers of the competitor to work in it to
attract the customers and the competitor might lure the worker to the
store The other with money to stand up for the secrets of the
competition business in a particular industry or a particular installation
of the materials sold or entered into the store activity.

7- Sale Price Reduction:

Selling prices are unfair competition only if they persist for a long
time supported by advertising campaigns explaining the prices at
which their competitors ' prices are sold. It is clear that the intention is
to destroy the trade of others illegally and also illegal competition is to
sell below the lowest agreed price among traders generally The result

Is that the competitor is deprived of his clients in an illegitimate way.
